Description

principle of spelling, which is the phonetic principle, which requires that words and
their meaningful parts be written as they are pronounced, the spelling is also
helped by the morphological principle, which requires that the unit of morphemes
be preserved in writing. all cases of their use. Another main principle is the
historical-traditional, or etymological one, which means preserving the traditional
way of writing, although the pronunciation has moved away from it, ie. today
words are no longer pronounced as they once were. Other ancillary principles are
the semantic and the symbolic principle.
